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Australasian Dance Collective acknowledges the 
Traditional Custodians of Country throughout 
Australia and their connections to land, sea and 
community.

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5COMPANY REVIEW 2025 has been a defining year for Australasian Dance Collective 

— one that not only realised our vision in action, but powerfully 
demonstrated the strength, ambition and impact of our collective.

We began the year with Relic, one of our most successful site-
specific works to date. Transforming an industrial foundry into a living 
performance environment, the work embodied our commitment to 
reimagining space, expanding the boundaries of performance, and 
meeting audiences in bold and unexpected ways.
	 This spirit of reflection and ambition carried into our  
40th anniversary season at QPAC. It was a moment of profound 
significance — honouring our legacy while looking decisively toward 
the future. To witness all three Artistic Directors — Maggi Sietsma am, 
Natalie Weir and Amy Hollingsworth — united on stage was both a 
celebration and a statement: a rare and powerful continuum of female 
leadership that has shaped ADC across four decades.
	 Across these 40 years, ADC has supported generations of 
choreographers and dancers, contributing meaningfully to the cultural 
life of our community and the evolution of contemporary dance in 
Australia. This milestone year was not only a reflection on where  
we have come from, but a reaffirmation of our commitment to where  
we are going.
	 A defining achievement of 2025 was Bad Nature, one of 
the most ambitious and complex international collaborations in the 
company’s history. Created in partnership with Club Guy & Roni and 
an extraordinary cohort of interdisciplinary artists, the work premiered 
at Brisbane Festival before touring extensively across the Netherlands 
and France. With 36 performances across 26 venues, this project 
significantly expanded ADC’s global footprint and demonstrated the 
international appetite for the work we are making.
	 We closed the year in Hong Kong with Lucie in the Sky, 
presented at the East Kowloon Cultural Centre. This international 
presentation further reflected our commitment to imaginative 
partnerships, technological exploration, and our role as creative  
leaders contributing to global conversations around performance  
and innovation.
	 Alongside our mainstage program, our creative civic mission 
continued to deepen in both scale and impact. The inaugural year of our 
Pre-Professional Program welcomed its first cohort of dancers, marking 
a significant investment in the next generation of artists. Across our Youth 
Ensemble and Mature programs, we continued to create meaningful 
opportunities for people of all ages to engage with dance — reinforcing 
our belief in the power of art to connect communities and enrich lives.

A particularly important pillar of our 2025 program was the continued 
evolution of our First Collective Residencies, delivered in partnership 
with BlakDance. This program reflects a long-term commitment to 
supporting First Nations choreographers and deepening our cultural 
practice through listening, learning and sustained collaboration. As 
a pathway from development through to mainstage realisation, it 
represents an essential part of ADC’s future — ensuring  
new voices are not only nurtured but realised at scale.
	 2025 was also one of the strongest years in the company’s 
history from a financial and organisational perspective. We saw 
significant growth in philanthropic support, reflecting both the strength 
of our relationships and the increasing confidence in our vision and 
leadership. We are deeply grateful to our community of donors and 
partners whose generosity enables us to invest in artists and take bold 
creative risks. We are also proud to have secured a return to four-year 
investment from Creative Australia — a critical endorsement that 
provides stability and confidence as we continue to build for the future. 
The ongoing commitment and guidance of our Board ensures that  
ADC remains both artistically ambitious and strategically robust.
	 At the centre of all of this is the collective itself — our artists, 
our team, our partners and our community. It is through this shared 
commitment that work of this scale, ambition and impact is possible, 
fuelled by a community whose belief enables us to keep pushing  
what is possible.
	 As we look ahead, we do so with extraordinary momentum.  
The foundations laid over the past year position us to move further —  
to expand our reach, deepen our impact, and continue reimagining how 
and where we meet audiences, championing artists and creating work 
that challenges, connects and inspires.

Across four decades, the company has created an extensive 
body of work and provided sustained employment and development 
opportunities for artists and arts workers.
	 The company’s history is defined by a continuity of leadership  
across three Artistic Directors — Maggi Sietsma am (1984–2009),  
Natalie Weir (2009–2018) and Amy Hollingsworth (2019–present). This 
lineage of female leadership has shaped the organisation’s artistic direction  
and remains a distinctive feature of ADC within the global dance landscape.

Over the two days, 12 participants 
experienced a movement and training format 
drawn from different elements of the  
creative process.

MATURE WORKSHOP SERIES 
	 This four-part series of workshops in May 
and June 2025 was facilitated by dance artist, 
choreographer and director Brian Lucas, and 
focused on  the personal and collective search 
for sanctuary.18 participants drew on real-life 
experiences to explore movement, expression 
and the idea of moving slowly in an increasingly 
fast-paced world.
